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1 Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of the National Management Association (NMA) website will be to serve as the main communication point for the National Aeronautics & Space Administration (NASA) Johnson Space Center (JSC) chapter of the NMA.  The public affairs officer will have the ability to update calendars, rosters, and news through an online interface.  They will also be able to send out e-mail communication to the entire association roster.

1.2 Scope

This document covers the initial development of the JSC NMA Website. It specifies the different web pages and web page content, and covers the administration interface.

2 System Overview

2.1 System Components

2.1.1 There shall be a Main Page.

2.1.2 There shall be a page to Join NMA.

2.1.3 There shall be a page for Events.

2.1.4 There shall be a page for Members.

2.1.5 There shall be a page for Documents.

2.1.6 There shall be a page of Links.

2.1.7 There shall be a page to Contact Us.

2.1.8 There shall be an Administration Interface.

2.2 System Interfaces

This site will reside on jsc_web_www4 and connect to a SQL Server database on JSC_SQL_03.    The site will interface with the News application via a ColdFusion custom tag.

3 System Requirements

3.1 Requirements Overview

The NMA Website will reside on the JSC web server and interface with the SQL server.  It will also interface with the News application.  The NMA Website will adhere to JSC Web Policies and Procedures, and will be Section 508 compliant.  There will be an Administration interface provided to update and maintain the content of the website, available to authorized users.

3.2 General Requirements

3.2.1 The JSC NMA Website shall be viewable at a minimum of 800x600 resolution.

3.2.2 The JSC NMA Website shall conform to JSC Web Policies and Procedures.

3.2.3 The JSC NMA Website shall conform to Section 508 regulations regarding accessibility of Federal web sites.

3.2.4 The JSC NMA Website shall be fully functional using Netscape 4.61 or later release.

3.2.5 The JSC NMA Website shall be fully functional using Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 or later release.

3.2.6 The JSC NMA Website shall automatically log a user out of the system after 20 minutes of inactivity.

3.2.7 The JSC NMA Web Application shall be accessible from the JSC internal “AMBER” network. Clarification: AMBER refers to the JSC network that is controlled by the JSC inner firewall.

3.3 Requirements Description

NMA Home Page

3.3.1 The JSC NMA Homepage shall display a greeting from the local Chapter.  Clarification: The NMA communications chair shall provide this greeting.

3.3.2 The JSC NMA Homepage shall display News items that are maintained by authorized individuals. Reference: News Application SRS, ADSC-0108

Join NMA

3.3.3 The Join NMA page shall display the benefits of joining the NMA.

3.3.4 The Join NMA page shall display instructions for joining the NMA.

3.3.5 The Join NMA page shall link to the NMA membership form.  Clarification: The NMA communications chair shall provide this form.

3.3.6 The Join NMA page shall link to JSC Form 1199A (Direct Deposit form). Clarification: The NMA communications chair shall provide the location of this form.

Events

3.3.7 The Events page shall display a calendar of events.  Clarification: The calendar of events shall be maintained using the administration interface.

3.3.7.1 The calendar of events shall display the date of the event.

3.3.7.2 The calendar of events shall display the event.

3.3.7.3 The calendar of events shall display the location of the event.

3.3.7.4 The calendar of events shall display comments concerning the event.

3.3.7.5 The calendar of events shall display three months at a time.  Clarification: The 3 months displayed will be the current month, previous month, and next month. 

Members

3.3.8 The Membership page shall display a roster of officers. Clarification: The roster of officers shall be maintained using the administration interface.

3.3.8.1 The officer roster shall display the officer’s position. Clarification: Position refers to President, Vice-President, etc.

3.3.8.2 The officer roster shall display the officer’s company.

3.3.8.3 The officer roster shall display the last name of the officer.

3.3.8.4 The officer roster shall display the first name of the officer.

3.3.8.5 The officer roster shall display the e-mail address of the officer.

3.3.8.6 The officer roster shall display the phone number of the officer.

3.3.8.7 The officer roster shall be sorted by position ranking.  Clarification: Position ranking shall only be used for sorting and is not displayed. 


3.3.9 The Membership page shall display a roster of members. Clarification: The membership roster shall be maintained using the administration interface.

3.3.9.1 The membership roster shall display the member’s company.

3.3.9.2 The membership roster shall display the last name of the member.

3.3.9.3 The membership roster shall display the first name of the member.

3.3.9.4 The membership roster shall display the e-mail address of the member.

3.3.9.5 The membership roster shall display the phone number of the member.

3.3.9.6 The membership roster shall be sorted by company, last name.

Documents

3.3.10 The Documents page shall contain a link to the Chapter Constitution and Bylaws.  Clarification: The NMA communications chair shall provide the Chapter Constitution and Bylaws.

3.3.11 The Documents page shall link to the NMA membership form.  Clarification: The NMA communications chair shall provide this form.

3.3.12 The Documents page shall contain a link to the requirements document for the NMA Website.  Clarification: ADSC shall provide this document.

Links

3.3.13 The links page shall contain a link to the National NMA organization at http://www.nma1.org.

3.3.14 The links page shall contain a link to NASA Headquarters at http://www.nasa.gov.

Contact Us

3.3.15 The Contact Us page shall contain the roster of officers. Clarification: See section 3.3.8 for requirements.

Administration

3.3.16 The Administration page shall only be available to authorized users.

3.3.17 The Administration page shall contain a link to the News administration page.  Reference: News Application SRS, ADSC-0108

Calendar

3.3.18 The Administration page shall contain a link to the Add Event page.

3.3.18.1 The Add Event page shall require entry of the event date. 

3.3.18.2 The Add Event page shall require entry of the event name.

3.3.18.3 The Add Event page shall require entry of the event location.

3.3.18.4 The Add Event page shall allow entry of comments related to the event.

3.3.19 The Administration page shall contain a link to the Edit Event page.

3.3.19.1 The Edit Event page shall allow modification of the date of the event. Clarification:  The event date is required, and may not be cleared.

3.3.19.2 The Edit Event page shall allow modification of the event name.  Clarification:  The event name is required, and may not be cleared.

3.3.19.3 The Edit Event page shall allow modification of the event location.  Clarification:  The event location is required, and may not be cleared.

3.3.19.4 The Edit Event page shall allow modification of comments related to the event.

3.3.19.5 The Edit Event page shall provide the option to delete an event.

Membership 

3.3.20 The Administration page shall contain a link to the Position Edit page.

3.3.20.1 The Position Edit page shall require the entry of a position name.

3.3.20.2 The Position Edit page shall require the entry of position order number.

3.3.21 The Administration page shall contain a link to the Add Member page.

3.3.21.1 The Add Member page shall require entry of the company of the member.

3.3.21.2 The Add Member page shall require entry of the last name of the member.

3.3.21.3 The Add Member page shall require entry of the first name of the member.

3.3.21.4 The Add Member page shall require entry of the phone number of the member.

3.3.21.5 The Add Member page shall require entry of the e-mail address of the member.

3.3.21.6 The Add Member page shall allow the entry of a position name.  Clarification: The Position name shall be selected from a list of positions entered through the position edit page. (Refer to 3.3.20.)

4 Assumptions/Risks

4.1 Assumptions

4.1.1 Portions of the web site will be developed in ColdFusion programming language.

4.1.2 Web server and SQL server are properly maintained and administered by ODIN (Outsourcing Desktop Initiative for NASA).

4.1.3 The Web server and SQL server are online and available to AMBER network users.

4.1.4 The NMA continues to support the ODIN web-seat and ODIN database-seat.

4.1.5 Any content not provided shall have a placeholder with a message indicating that content is forthcoming,

4.1.6 The production environment supports ColdFusion 4.5 or better, SQL Server 7.0 or better, and Internet Information Service 5.0 or better.

4.2 Risks

4.2.1 Unauthorized user access to the web server directories and files can result in undesired modifications to the content, structure, and layout of the web site.

4.2.2 Unauthorized user access to the web SQL server database can result in loss of data integrity and in data corruption.
